Fred Padget on Land Use Planning, Part I  

Last month we finished our series 

on Zoning and Rezoning but the

This new series is going to ex-

pand into the area of land use 

planning.  Land use planning and 

the ultimate use of our land is a 

wide, varied, interesting and im-

portant subject with no lack of 

opinion. Iôm certainly not an ex-

pert in land use planning but if I 

can encourage you to think about 

it enough to be concerned and, 

better yet, become involved with 

land use decisions then Iôll feel 

my time in doing this series will 

be worthwhile.  

 

Iôve been involved in land use 

issues in Evansville and Vander-

burgh County as it involves the 

WIA for several years. A com-

ment I hear very often is ñwhy do 

we allow that specific land use to 

happen ï why donôt we have a 

plan?ò Well, we do and itôs a 

very good one. Itôs 251 pages 

long with many additional pages 

of tables and exhibits. Itôs called 

the Evansville/Vanderburgh 

County Comprehensive Plan and 

covers most every area of land 

use planning. It can be viewed at 

www.evansvilleapc.com/

compplan.htm and is available at 

most libraries. Weôll discuss it at 

length in forthcoming articles. 

Indiana Code does not require 

that a county or city have a zon-

ing code but they may choose to 

do so as contained in IC 36-7-4-

202. And, if a jurisdiction has 

decided to have a zoning code 

(which we have) it must have a 

Comprehensive Plan as contained 

in IC 36-7-4-501 and adopted by 

the appropriate legislative body. 

In our case, the Comprehensive 

Plan has been adopted by resolu-

tion in Evansville, Vanderburgh 

County and the Town of Darm-

stadt. Sounds good so far ï but 

then IC 36-7-4-603 says ñthe plan 

commission and the legislative 

body shall pay reasonable regard 

to: (1) the comprehensive plan.ò 

The phrase ñpay reasonable re-

gard toò means that neither the 

APC nor the legislative bodies 

are required to follow the Com-

prehensive Plan. It boggles my 

mind.  But, it is an important 

document and provides guidance 

for good land use planning if, as a 

community, we have the will and 

desire to use it. 

Weôll leave the subject for today 

and let you ponder it. In the next 

few articles, weôll look in-depth 

at the Comprehensive Plan with 

an eye to strengthening the term 

ñpay reasonable regard toò and 

later weôll get into other philoso-

phies of land use planning, and 

what other communities are do-

ing about it. 

 

Recently, Iôve received many 

references and research material 

dealing with land use and will be 

sharing them in the articles. If 

you have any comments youôd 

like to send me, please do so at 

fcpadget@aol.com or 428-2529.

Land use update by Fred Padget  
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Because of the recent ice storm 

(which Iôm still cleaning up and 

catching up from), itôs been a 

while since my last report.  But 

the Land Use Committee, operat-

ing in its normal 24/7 mode, has 

continued to be involved.   

 

Much of our recent activity has 

revolved around the proposed 

Majestic Place development.  

This concerns about 220 acres on 

the west side of University Park-

way between Middle Mt. Vernon 

and Hogue Road. It is proposed 

to be rezoned from Agricultural 

to Residential R-3 and R-4, and 

Commercial C-4. It is planned to 

be divided into these basic uses: 

50 acres would be devoted to sen-

ior (over 55) housing, nearly 14 

acres to assisted living facilities, 

50 acres to student housing, and 

105 acres to commercial develop-

ment. The owners are Gene Pfeif-

fer and Sheldon and Linda 

Downey, with Gene Hahn as de-

veloper.  

 

The Area Plan Commission heard 

this petition on Nov. 13 and rec-

ommended approval, 8 to 1. It 

was to be heard by the County 

Commissioners on Nov.18 but 

was continued until Jan. 20, 

2009. Prior to the Commissioners 

hearing, there were three large 

meetings of concerned neighbors, 

with several sub-groups working 

on petition gathering, researching 

information, meeting with many 

different individuals who have a 

stake in the outcome of the deci-

sion or influence over it, and 

many other connected tasks. Ad-

ditionally, there was and still is 

much media coverage. 

 

Prior to 

the sched-

uled hear-

ing on 

Jan. 20, 

many con-

versations 

with the 

Commis-

sioners 

and the pe-

titionerôs attorneys took place in 

an attempt to reach some com-

mon ground. Eventually, the peti-

tioner agreed to ask the Commis-

sioners to send it back to the APC 

for possible revision based on 

what might come out of a meet-

ing with the concerned neighbors. 

Even so, many neighbors ap-

peared at the Civic Center for the 

previously scheduled hearing. 

After some comments and a short 

address by the Commission Presi-

dent, the group adjourned to the 

outer hallway where they spoke 

to some media and discussed 

their respective positions.  

 

Later that evening, a meeting be-

tween the petitioner, developer, 

their representatives and con-

cerned neighbors did take place. 

Some of the concerns expressed 

included increased traffic conges-

tion and traffic safety, decrease in 

adjacent property value, the fact 

that the development is not in 

character with the existing 

neighborhood, light and noise 

pollution, potentially poor design 

causing unsightly development 

(the big box mentality) and drain-

age. Other concerns included the 

extremely large size of the pro-

posed commercial area ï about 

1.5 times the size of Eastland 

Mall in terms of acres ï and the 

potentially detrimental effect on 

surrounding businesses, including 

Franklin Street, North Park, Pearl 

Drive and possibly even Eastland 

Mall.  

 

With an average population 

growth in Vanderburgh County 

of only 0.3 percent the past sev-

eral years, with Lawndale a near 

ghost town, and an approximate 

30 percent commercial vacancy 

rate in the area, infill develop-

ment as called for in the Compre-

hensive Plan would be more ap-

propriate, especially for the bene-

fit of the greater community. 

And, with the nearest commercial 

area approximately 2.5 miles 

away, this is simply leap-frog 

development and mega spot zon-

ing.  

 

Additionally, many opposed the 

student housing and felt that if 

there is a need for more such 

housing it would be more appro-

priate on campus. Many also felt 

that student housing would not be 

a good combination with the over

-55 and assisted living housing in 

close proximity.

A REQUIEM FOR THE TREES  
by Dave Rockwood, Environmental Committee Chairman 

 

In my previous career as a forest ecologist I met thousands 

of trees who had come to their demise because of disease, 

insect attacks, poor growth conditions, and (rarely) storm 

damage. To be in a thick Idaho conifer forest during a 

wind storm is not something that Iôd like to re-live, but 

neither would I care to re-live the ice storm that ravaged 

this area in late January. The misery this brutal weather 

event inflicted will long be remembered, and we will long 

see the scars of the storm damage in the maimed trees that 

surround us. Many of us are feeling loss for dead or disfigured trees that we had 

come to regard as familiar and permanent, sort of like good neighbors who you 

think will never move away. 

Trees provide stormwater retention, air filtration, carbon sequestration, oxygen from CO2, windbreaks, 

shade, wood and pulp products, medicinal chemicals, and food. We are sheltered, nourished, and in-

spired by trees, both physically and spiritually. Trees have always been integral to human survival and 

prosperity. And the stories of trees often become entwined with our own personal and family stories.  

There are cities and counties that have adopted ordinances that provide extensive, enforceable protection 

to trees, and some also place a monetary value on trees for the ecosystem services that they provide. 

Those values may be used as fines for the unauthorized removal of trees from public property. As winter 

moves steadily towards spring, now is the time to begin planning to plant new trees. Please plant new 

trees this spring if you have room for them to grow. And if you have concerns about damage to your 

trees, or pruning questions, visit a library or call a certified arborist for answers.

TRANSPORTATION COMMITTEE REPORT

The difficulty of seeing lane lines at Fulton and State Road 62 was brought up at a WIA board meeting. 

It is a serious issue. I recently spoke with Hamid Mazkoori, INDOTôs lead project engineer for the inter-

change construction. He said that several approaches have been taken to improve lane visibility, and that 

it is an ongoing effort. When temperatures rise, another application to create more visible lines will be 

made. And reflective markers are being considered, but wonôt be applied until the possibility of snow 

has passed. For now, take it slow through the intersection and be extra attentive. 

 

Thanks to the City and the INDOT for finally making the Ohio Street train crossing advanced warning 

system a reality. After many delays the motorist warning system went online recently, providing flash-

ing beacons that can be seen ï when a train is crossing ï on the several approaches to Ohio Street, allow-

ing motorists to make alternative route selections before getting in a queue waiting for the train to pass. 

This will save time, fuel, and reduce air pollution and traffic congestion around Ohio Street.

Remember when we only had one company pro-

viding us with telephone service?  Those were the 

days, maybe.  Then one day, we got another com-

pany to provide us with cable TV.   Fast forward to 

the blurry amalgam of multiple providers bringing 

us telephone, and cable, and the broadband internet 

that we have today.  Like the old days, they can 

transport their private company product via the 

public right of way without fear of local regulation. 

 

Here in Vanderburgh County, and the City of 

Evansville, we too are seeing the advent of multi-

ple provider technology hardware:  witness the 

rapid and sometimes unwanted placement of cell 

phone towers.  Fortunately for us, these towers 

cannot be placed on the public rights-of-way, and 

do require rezoning for their erection, although 

multiple attempts are 

made for exemption or 

zoning variances. 

 

While towers are regu-

lated, a relatively new 

phenomenon is not.  

This new phenomenon is 

a ñboxò or series of 

ñboxesò that provide an 

interface between fiber 

optic technology and 

copper ñtelephoneò ca-

bles, accompanied with some high voltage lines to 

power the transfer. 

In some cities, notably Denver, San Francisco, La-

fayette (LA) and some Chicago suburbs, these 

ñboxesò have come under fire for being sited either 

in the public rights-of-way, or plunked down willy-

nilly in residential neighborhoods.  These are not 

small inconspicuous boxes.  They are the perfect 

blank canvas for local graffiti artists. 

 

My little street, where it meets Harmony Way, now 

has the dubious honor of having one of these instal-

lations.  Perhaps drawing on 

what the company has learned 

from other locales, it purchased 

space in a neighborôs front yard 

for its box:  a 20 foot square 

space. 

Access to it, though, is via city 

right-of-way.  Now, construction 

is done.  The picture illustrates 

the lovely installation, so in keep-

ing with the residential character 

of the neighborhood.   

 

And they can legally do this ï site these things 

wherever they want, with no interference.  Further-

more, it appears they donôt need a zoning variance 

for a clearly industrial application.  They can build 

what they want, where they want and when they 

want.  Things that every other entity or citizen in 

the county have to follow, they do not.  There is 

absolutely no notification of affected neighbors; 

there is no zoning change or variance; there is no 

site review; provision is not 

made for disruption of traf-

fic during construction, nor 

for service vehicle parking 

after installation.  They 

donôt even have to erect a 

silt fence when they back-

hoe or change the grade of 

the land they use. 

 

When construction started, 

I sent an email letter to the 

Area Plan Commission and 

to the internet address for 

the City Council, since it seems my councilperson 

does not have a public email address.  The email to 

the City Councilperson came back as undeliver-

able.  Thatôs a whole other matter to be dealt with 

later.  After a week and a half, I received a written 

email response from Area Plan which said in sum-

mary, that they have no issue with the installation.  

Well, maybe they donôt, and I wonder why that is 

so?  Unless this city and county wants these 

ñinstallationsò everywhere, itôs time to consider 

making them an issue.

The petitionerôs attorney took 

several pages of notes so they 

could evaluate the concerns and 

promised to get back with the 

neighbors and update them as to 

what they might consider. This 

has not been done yet to the best 

of my knowledge; however, there 

have been some individual meet-

ings between the petitioner and 

abutting property owners. 

 

There is much more I could write 

but you can visit www.grown.tv 

(Grow Responsibly on the West 

Side Now) and find a wealth of 

information about the proposed 

project and the associated con-

cerns. At this point, itôs back in 

the hands of the APC awaiting 

whatever changes the petitioner 

might make. Obviously, weôll 

continue to watch and be in-

volved with this large project that 

could possibly have a long term 

adverse effect on both the nearby 

neighbors as well as the entire 

region. 

 

In our last report, we also told 

you about a request to rezone 

about 11 acres from Residential, 

R-1 to Residential, R-4 and Com-

mercial, C-1 on the eastside of 

the University Parkway at 8530 

Middle Mt. Vernon Road. The 

property is owned by Gilbert 

Hartig and the developer is Ram-

sey Development Corporation 

from Tell City. The proposal con-

sisted of two separate rezoning 

petitions. The proposed R-4 

would be limited by a Use and 

Development Commitment 

(U&DC) to a 55,000 square foot 

building consisting of 40 assisted 

living beds and 60 skilled nursing 

beds for the elderly. It would also 

include a second 20,800 square 

foot building for memory care of 

the elderly. These facilities would 

be operated by Trilogy Health 

Services. The C-1 is proposed for 

doctorsô offices and contains a 

U&DC saying it would not allow 

student housing or apartments. 

 

The petition to rezone a little 

more than seven acres from R-1 

to R-4 was heard by the APC on 

Feb. 11. We expressed concerns 

concerning lighting, noise, deliv-

ery times, and shielding trash 

receptacles from view, along with 

the desire for a privacy fence by 

residents on Cherry Hill Drive. 

The representative from Ramsey 

indicated that our concerns were 

addressed in Trilogyôs operating 

policies and that a privacy fence 

would be built. This petition was 

recommended by the APC for 

approval 9 to 0 with one absten-

tion and subsequently approved 

by the County Commissioners 

unanimously at their Feb.17 

meeting. The WIA did support 

this rezoning because it will com-

plement the nearby neighbor-

hood, will be a low impact traffic 

generator, is a needed facility on 

the Westside and is a good land 

use for that area. It meets most, if 

not all, of the criteria for good 

land use planning and the Com-

prehensive Plan. 

 

The second petition requesting a 

rezoning from R-1 to C-1 was 

continued by the APC based on 

the petitionerôs request to allow 

more time to better determine 

what might be developed on 

those three plus acres. It had been 

indicated that it would be doc-

torsô offices but there was no as-

surance of that. We had previ-

ously mentioned our opposition 

to the proposed C-1 because it 

would allow 59 different uses for 

commercial and other uses, and 

could include a fast food opera-

tion. We didnôt feel that was 

compatible with the neighbor-

hood and could represent a bad 

traffic situation on Middle Mt 

Vernon and for the neighbor-

hood.  

 

At this time, there are no pro-

posed rezonings within the WIA 

boundaries on the March APC 

agenda. 

 

We will keep you updated on 

these and other events as they 

occur. Agendas and minutes for 

both the APC and BZA including 

Staff Reports can be viewed at 

www.evansvilleapc.com.
